Data on term loans in Table L3.5 are in compliance with data in loans extended to clients section of Table L3.6.
General definitions

Short-term loans in national/foreign currency – all type of loans, primary maturity of which is less than one year.

Long-term loans in national/foreign currency – loans, with maturity one year and more.

Overdue Loans in national/foreign currency – overdue amounts of loans to customers that are not redeemed in the period defined under the contract.

Arrears in national/foreign Currency – accrued and receivable interest on customer loans.

Consumer Credit – loans, granted to individuals for long-term consumer goods and services (including hire purchase) purchasing. Also includes loans for medical care, vacation, student loans and for other personal expenditures. Does not include loans, granted for  purchasing of real estate, automobiles, financing of businesses and professional activities, all home improvement loans and also loans to special categories of borrowers such as employees, overdrafts, and loans, granted as a fast credit by credit cards; not included loans, which are not defined in the credit contract as a consumer credit.
